are concerns about a child’s safety

« Visit you quickly, and check for * Share assessments they’ve done

themselves that you are safe(not just with other professionals so everyone
take other people’s word for it that knows what your needs are.
you are alright). * Take urgent action, when necessary,

to make sure that you are safe.

* Not judge you, if you are being
harmed.

 Work with other agencies to make
sure you and your family are getting
the right help.

* Make sure that they respond in a
balanced way that helps keep you
safe; but without making it 9 worse
(like removing you from your family,
friends or school without a really
strong clear reason).

* See you on your own.

* Listen to you, including about any
worries you have about what will
happen to you, or your family.

* Be honest with you when explaining
what will and won’t be happening.

» Share concerns they have about you
with other professionals that may be
working with you and your family.
